The 
carillon/glockenspiel  in the tower 
plays four times during the day.

Vesterport
Is built in the 1400 years and formed 
the border between the market town 
and the surrounding area. Only from 
the mid-1800s did the city begin to 
grow beyond the borders that had 
been stuck since the Middle Ages. 
Vesterport is one of two remaining 
medieval city gates in Denmark (the 
Mill Gate in Stege is the other). 
Vesterport has changed appearance 
several times, one of the most drastic 
was when the gate was covered with 
cement plaster. The current appear-
ance is from a renovation in 1917
Vestergade, Faaborg  

The church dating from 1478 was 

originally a monastery church for 

the Sacrilege brothers. It became 

with the Reformation parish 

church for Faaborg.

The church is currently closed for 

the next 6 to 8 months due to an 

extensive renovation.
